NOANET WOODLANDS RESERVATION
REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO THE USE OF MOUNTAIN BIKES

The use of mountain bikes on Noanet Woodlands is allowed by permit only and is subject to the Trustees of Reservations’ General Policy and Regulations which govern such use on all of its properties.  A copy of this policy and the general regulations is attached hereto.

In addition, the following regulations governing the use of mountain bikes at Noanet Woodlands must be observed:
· All double track trains (those which can accommodate a motor vehicle) shall remain open for use by mountain bikes.

· From March 1 through April 30, mountain bikes are prohibited on all trails.  Trails often become muddy during this period and are more susceptible to damage and hazardous to riders.

· There are a number of single track of foot trails (those which will not accommodate a motor vehicle) which are closed to mountain bikes due to their persistently wet condition, steep slope or inaccessibility for maintenance purposes.  These trails are marked closed to mountain bikes.

Scheduled Use of Trails by Mountain Bikes

In an effort to provide other user groups an opportunity to use Noanet Woodlands when no mountain bikes are present, it has become necessary to schedule mountain bike use.  This is being done primarily for equestrians whose mounts are sometimes spooked by the appearance of mountain bikes.  However, scheduling use will also many hikers who prefer not to encounter mechanized vehicles on woodland trails.

Scheduled use is also necessary to help avoid over taxing the capacity of the parking area at Caryl Park (a property of the Town of Dover and not The Trustees).
Therefore, the following schedule is now in effect:

· Use of mountain bikes will be allowed from 11 a.m. to sunset on weekends and holidays.


· Use of mountain bikes will be allowed from sunrise to sunset at all other times with the following exception:


· Noanet Woodlands will be closed to all mountain bike use from March 1 through April 30.

Mountain biking at Noanet Woodlands is allowed by permit only.  Applications may be obtained from the Trustees Rangers on Duty on weekends and holidays or by contacting The Trustees of Reservations Charles River Valley Management Unit Office at 37 Powisset Street, Dover, MA  02030.  The phone number is 508.785.0339.

Riding permits may be granted after the written application is completed and the applicant has received and read a copy of these regulations.  Riders must display their permit tags, in full view on their bikes, whenever biking in Noanet Woodlands.

Riding permits may be revoked at the discretion of The Trustees if the rider fails to comply with the regulations governing this use at Noanet Woodlands.

All persons shall comply with the directions given by The Trustees personnel in observing and obeying these regulations and other applicable rules and regulations of The Trustees of Reservations.
